RENEWAL: This Agreement is renewal upon customer’s request in successive one 
year periods. Pricing for any renewal will be at UBTA-UBET’s current pricing for 
maintenance agreements of this Equipment. 
 
TERMINATION: UBTA-UBET Communications has the right to terminate this 
Agreement if UBTA-UBET Communications: 
A.  Determines in its sole discretion that there has been abuse to the Equipment covered by this 

agreement, or 
B. Customer, or any other person or company works on or attempts to maintain this system without the 

written approval of UBTA-UBET Communications. 
 

 
MAINTENANCE AND/OR REPAIR: UBTA-UBET Communications will repair (or 
replace, at UBTA-UBET Communications discretion), any piece of equipment listed 
above that should fail under normal conditions or use.  Customer understands that parts 
may need to be ordered and received before repairs can be made which may result in 
down time for the Customer’s equipment and/or communications system.  Parts may be 
new, reprocessed or recovered. Labor will be billed accordingly.  
 
HOURS: Maintenance services provided pursuant to this Agreement will be provided 
during UBTA-UBET Communications standard working hours which are Monday thru 
Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Mountain Standard time, excluding holidays. 
 
CUSTOMER’S CARE OF THE EQUIPMENT: Customer shall keep the Equipment in a 
clean, dry environment, in a secure area or mounted securely to a wall, so as not to be 
placed in jeopardy of falling from its location to the floor or surface below.  Any 
Equipment cracked or damaged from a fall, or any other noticeable abuse, will be 
removed from this Agreement or UBTA-UBET may terminate this Agreement.  UBTA-
UBET Communications is not responsible for loss or theft of any part or item of 
Equipment. 
 
ALTERATIONS: Customer shall not make or allow any alteration to the equipment, 
without UBTA-UBET Communications written approval. 
 
MISCELLANEOUS: This is the entire agreement between the parties as to this subject 
matter.  Any changes must be in writing signed by both parties. This agreement shall be 
governed by and construed under the laws of the State of Utah. 
 
NOTICE:  Any notice to be given pursuant to this Agreement shall be mailed to the party 
at the address set forth herein, by registered or certified mail with postage prepaid and 
shall be deemed given when mailed.
